	Civil society 
	Voluntary action that makes cooperation easier. 



	Culture war    


	A struggle between two sets of conflicting cultural values.

	Political culture  
	A patterned and sustained way of thinking about how political and economic life ought to be carried out.

	Political ideology  


	A more or less consistent set of beliefs about what policies government ought to pursue.

	Political subculture
	A breakoff of traditional political beliefs.



	Social capital  


	Concept that aims at emphasizing the importance of social contacts between groups and within groups.

	Work ethic
	The belief that work has a moral benefit and an inherent ability to strengthen character.
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
