Chapter: 18 FOREIGN AND MILITARY POLICY (Pages 285-290)

The terrorist attacks of September 11, 2011, created a new focus and a new set of problems for American foreign policymakers.

VOCABULARY
Chain of command: A system whereby authority passes down from the top through a series of executive positions or military ranks in which each is accountable to the one directly superior.

Commander in chief: Constituional power of the president - "supreme commander" of the nation's armed forces. Important to keep military under civilian control, leads to conflict with Congress over war power (War Power ACT)
Containment: The action of keeping something harmful under control or within limits; The action or policy of preventing the expansion of a hostile country or influence.

Disengagement: The action or process of withdrawing from involvement in a particular activity, situation, or group; The withdrawal of military forces or the renunciation of military or political influence in a particular area.
Human rights: A right that is believed to belong justifiably to every person.

"Imperial presidency": a U.S. presidency that is characterized by greater power than the constitution allows. 

Isolationism: Old as Washington, a belief that America sould not seek to become engaged in foreign affairs. 

Joint Chiefs of Staff: One General from each ot the 4 armed service branches; army, navy, air force, marine and since 1/2012, the National Guard. The JCS are key military advisors to the present. 
Military-industrial complex: The aggregate of a nation's armed forces and the industries that supply their equipment, materials, and armaments.

National security adviser: a Cabinet Committee tasked with overseeing all issues related to national security, intelligence coordination, and defence strategy

National Secuirty Council (NSC): Consults with the president on matters of defense and foerign policy. 
State Department: The department in the US government dealing with foreign affairs.
War Power Act: A law paassed in 1973 after Vietnam fiasco requiring president to notify Congress witin 48 hours of sending trooops into combat and begin to remove troops after 60 days unless Congress approves of the action. Limited effort to reverse erosion of Congress' war powers since World War II
