Issues Fall 2011 Project

November 6, 2012  is election day. The president and 1/3 of the members of the Senate and all Congress members will be elected.  Elections help us focus on contemporary issues.  Elections also provide ONE avenue for civic action.
Objectives:  Students will be able to

· Identify 8 current issue

· Become experts on one current issue

· Analyze the pros/cons on an issue and take a position
· Write a “policy brief” on their issue

· Identify 3 Presidential candidates and their position on a team’s issue

· Work in teams to complete research and a presentation

Assessment:  (1)  Team project grade    (2) Individual project grade (based on role)  (3)  Individual policy brief on your team’s issue and (4) team or individual action on November 6, 2012.  (Students have off on Election Day.)
Components of the project (All web sites are posted on the class web site – apusgovt.weebly.com ) 
1)  Form teams of 3 students.  Each team will be responsible for researching one issue.  You will also find the position of three presidential candidates on your issue. Team roles:

· Presenter (write an oral presentation and present your group’s findings to the class)

· Visual artist (create a power point / prezi, flip chart or other electronic display which summarizes your group’s research)

· Scribe (keep a log of your group’s work – timeline, research, decisions, sources, etc.)

2)  Your team will select an issue on a “first come, first serve” basis.  The topics are:

1. Economy  - (recession, job creation, unemployment, poverty, social security)
2. Economy – (federal stimulus spending (Bush’s) tax cuts / taxes in general, deficit)
3. Education (e.g. Race to the Top, school funding, NCLB, teacher contracts, etc.)

4. Foreign policy (Afghanistan/Pakistan, Iraq, North Africa, Israel / Palestine, drones, Cuba, Syria, etc.)

5. Civil Rights (e.g. gay/lesbian marriage, hate crimes, Patriot Act, gun control, etc.)

6. Health Care (e.g. Health Care bill of 2010, medicare/medicade, reproductive rights (abortion), medical marijuana, etc. )

7. Environment  (e.g. global warming,  fossil fuels / solar energy, water quality, natural gas drilling, etc.)

8. Immigration Policy (e.g. Dream Act, immigration policy, US/Mexico border polcy, etc.)

3)  Your group will research the topic to determine:

a)  What are the issues related to your topic? Look up the history of the issue and the current debate.

b)  Where is there agreement / disagreement? (pro/con) What is controversial about the issues? 

c)   What are the public policy choices or options?  (rules, laws, actions, etc.)
d)  Based on your research, what is your group’s recommendation? (e.g. What should individuals or groups do?  What should the federal government do?)  Why?
4)  Each group will present their findings to the class as part of a panel discussion on 2012 issues.  Your presentation will also include an electronic presentation.

Civic Action Options:  (1) Visit your neighborhood polling station.  Get the flyer for the  presidential and congressional candidates.  Note people’s behaviors and conversations. (2)   Discuss voting with a family members or friends or neighbor over 30.  Ask them if they vote and why or why not?  If the person is not a U.S. citizen, ask his/her if they ever voted in their country of citizenship.  If yes, what do they remember.  If no, why not?  Do they think voting is a valid way to determine public opinion?  Why or why not? (3)  Develop your own civic action project. (Do you work with a community, student or neighborhood group?  What issues is the group concerned about and why?  Attend a meeting as your civic action.)
November 9:  (homework grade)  Write a summary paragraph about your Eleciton Day experience.  Include (1) what you did, (2) who you did it with, (3) where you were, (4) when (time , date), and (5) why you chose this project.  Post on the class blog – Election Day Action blog.

Individual Policy Brief

A policy brief is a document which gives a rationale for choosing a particular policy or course of action on an issue.  It is usually created in response to a request from a person with decision-making power (e.g. mayor, principal).  For this assignment, you will write a policy brief about your issue.   You should include:
1) Issue  (e.g. Infrastructure) and focus of your policy brief (e.g. federal government funding of bridge construction / repair) 

2) Pro (e.g. at least 3 arguments for the federal gov’t funding bridge construction/repair)

3) Con (e.g.  at least 3 arguments agains the federal gov’t funding bridge construction/repair)

4) Your position 

5) Evidence to support your position (3 reasons)

6) Suggested action (e.g. first steps to take to support policy)
The policy brief must be typed, each category  should be numbered (#1 – 6), and posted on the class blog by 8:30 AM on November 2, 2012.
