Last Hurrah Legacy Project

In a few weeks, most of you will no longer be a K-12 student.  You will experience the “high” of high school graduation and your first steps of full adulthood.  How do you want to be remembered at Furness High School?  What is your and your class’ legacy?  

Timeline: 
May 23 – Distribute the assignment
May 31 :  Turn in (1) Part 1 (legacy) on Blog (see below)  and (2) Part 2 (issue) to historysharer@gmail.com    (essay and presentation document) June 1:  Present your issue    If turned in June 1 – ½ credit
Your mission Part 1:  As a class, we will generate a list items you would like to leave in a “time capsule” which represents your years at Furness High School.  Individually, you will create a “Legacy Statement.”  You legacy statement will include a complete paragraph on (1)  what you have contributed to Furness, and a second paragraph with  (2) advice for incoming high school students. (This will count as a writing assignment  grade for a total of 20 points.)  Post on Class Blog by May 30 at 8:00 AM
Part 2:   Select an issue that (1)  is important to you that you AND you will advocate for after high school.  It should be an issue that is important to you and your communities (school, family, city, homeland, world). 
Research:  You will research an issue important to you that you will advocate for post high school.  You will write an essay in which you  (1) describe your connection to the issue and why it is important to you and/or your community(ies), (2) locate at least 3 newspaper articles from different publications (“Media” on class web site) that address the issue, (3) and find at least two sources from either organizations working on the issue or interviewing via email or in person people working on the issue.

Project components for Part 2:  Written paragraphs:   (1) Paragraph in which you define your issue and explain its importance to you or your community (ies) .  (2)  A summary (who, what, where, when, why/how) about the issue based on the newspaper articles and the two organizations related to the issue,  (3) A closing message to your audience about the issue:  What would you like your audience to do?   What will you do to advocate for the issue? (4) a bibliography of your sources including the newspaper articles and organizations.

Presentation:  You will do a brief presentation on June 1 on your issue.  Be prepared to state (1) your issue, (2) why you chose your issue, (3)  2 – 3 sentences summarizing your issue,  and (4) how you will advocate for your issue post high school.  Send me a Word documents (#1 - #4) so I can project it during class.
